  ENTRY FEE: $20.00 per bowler ($11.00 bowling fees, $9.00 awards) 
 
AWARDS: 1st Place Trophy and Scholarship for each division. 
 

1. This is a handicap singles event. Handicap will be 100% of the bowler’s average and 200 for each age division. 
Negative handicap will not be allowed.  

 
2. Entrants must bowl in their age division: 

  
Bantams             Trophy and $25 Scholarship   8 years & under as of August 1, 2007 
Preps                  Trophy and $50 Scholarship   9 to 11 years as of August 1, 2007 
Juniors                Trophy and $75 Scholarship   12 to 14 years as of August 1, 2007 
Majors                 Trophy and $100 Scholarship 15 to 21 years as of August 1, 2007 
 

3. All sanctioned members of the USBC Youth Association are eligible to participate in this tournament. ALL 
ENTRANTS MUST BE USBC CERTIFIED. 

 
4. Entrants shall use (A) their highest Monmouth County book average for the 2006-2007 season, (B) if no (a)  the 

highest Monmouth County average as of December 1, 2007 minimum of 21 games. Bowlers without an 
established average will bowl scratch. (Rule 319b). All bowlers that are not listed in the Monmouth County 
Youth average book must provide proof of average. 

 
5. Each bowler must bowl 3 games on a pair of lanes. 

 
6. All bowlers will report to bowl by 9:30am, MEMBERSHIP CARDS MUST BE SHOWN AT THE TIME OF 

CHECK IN. NO hats, caps, tank tops, ripped clothes, see through shirts, crop top, obscene saying or shorts 
more than 3” above the knee will be permitted. Bowling shoes must be worn. NO EXCEPTIONS STRICTLY 
ENFORCED. 

 
7. Coaching is not permitted during play. Bowlers may be disqualified if parents and/or coaches violate this rule. 

(Rule 303). 
 

8. All USBC Youth Tournament rules will be observed and the decision of the tournament director shall be final 
unless an appeal is made in accordance with Rule 329.
